Summer School will start with an evening dance on 28th December 2024, and finish after breakfast 

on 5th January 2025. This year it is based at Scots College, Strathmore, Wellington.   

Scots College is set in expansive grounds and offers modern co-ed boarding facilities, ideal for a 

residential summer school. Accommodation is twin rooms with shared amenities. Common rooms 

are available nearby.  

Whether you are new to dancing or have been doing it for years, Summer School offers something 

for everyone. Summer School is the 

perfect opportunity to develop your 

technique, explore lots of new 

dances, or just have fun in the social 

class.  No matter what you are 

looking for, you are bound to meet 

old friends, or make new ones from 

all over New Zealand and the world.

It will work towards playing with the resident band for the Summer School Final Night. There will be 

opportunity to explore other aspects of SCD musicianship, such as playing for class.

Other Activities 
We have some interesting extras planned for the afternoons, such as excursions to Zealandia 

Ecosanctuary and Weta Workshop, short classes to learn other types of dance, musical interludes, 

and the always popular Mock Court on the last day (Day of Judgement?). Mock Court is a chance to 

bring your fellow dancers to justice for heinous crimes or petty misdemeanours witnessed at the 

school – the Judge is never very lenient! 

Of course, the evening dances will include all the traditional things we expect to see at Summer 

School:  Theme night (30 Dec, Theme TBC), Hogmanay (31 Dec), President’s Ball (2 Jan) and a Ceilidh 

(3 Jan) 

And if you are unable to commit to the full week we have options for…  

• Half school attendance for commuters ($450). From 28 Dec – 31 Dec inclusive of 3 morning 

classes and Hogmanay. This option is now available on the registration form.  

• A discounted rate for a ticket to all evening functions for non-School attendees, if paid in 

advance. The detail and costs for this will be put on the website shortly. 

Reserve your place now! Register before 31 August 2024 to avoid the 

late registration surcharge.
